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horses in the vision, and those sitting upon them, havweng-rfed and hyacinth and yellow
breastplates, and the heads of the horses as heédsspfand from their mouths came out
fire and smoke and sulfut® From these three plagues a third of the men had bded,kil
from the fire and from the smoke and from the sulfuniog out from their mouths? For
the power of the horses is in their mouths and irr ttals, and their tails like serpents,
having heads and with them they injure.
